We could quite easily 

open a second bridging class or four year old group as 

there seems to be areal need for this age group to 

receive a quality start at a reasonable price. A 

younger group also gives us two years in which to 

hone the English language to better prepare children

We have made changes which seem to be working 

very well. Our Friday assembly now takes place in 

the church and either Pastor Willie, Pastor Ansie, 

pastoral assistant Wendy or our Youth Pastor Adam 

tell the children a story after the children óof the 

weekô have received their incentive and birthday 

gifts. The children love the stories but are also 

exposed to the church and are quickly learning that it 

is a special place where we learn more about Jesus. 

We have changed the second ólessonô or ring time in 

that each teacher has chosen the discipline they are 

most passionate about and they prepare one excellent 

lesson and resent it to each class through the week, it 

is of double benefit as the teachers get to know every 

child and they do lessons on the subject they most 

enjoy. We have put together a small bank of 

computers ï we had three but one ódiedô so we are  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

down to two- Teacher Amos takes 10 children for 

computers and I take the other 10 for language 

extension.  

We have 5 staff members studying at Caversham

half fees while they carry the rest of the fees. A huge 

vote of thanks is given to the College head, Jill Sachs, 

for her gracious help to us.
